Rainbow Female Change Rooms

A contract has been awarded for
detailed designs of the new female
change rooms at the Rainbow
Recreation Reserve to be developed.
It is expected that tenders for the
construction will be called in
February / March 2021.

Maintenance Works Update
The Nhill team have been working on a
footpath maintenance, gravel road

grading in the Yanac area, profiling and
patching GWM main breaks around town
and edge repairs for VicRoads.

Jeparit, Rainbow and Dimboola teams
have one grader busy in the Antwerp area
and then moving onto VicRoads work on
the Nhill-Netherby Road. With plans to be
moving to Rainbow prior to Christmas and
start working on the school bus route
roads before school goes back next year.

Parks and gardens staff are busy
watering trees, tidying garden beds and
keeping up with all the mowing following
the recent rains!

Llew Schillings Silo Project in
Rainbow

The Victorian Government has
announced an investment to upgrade the
Mallee Silo Art Trail which will include
major works at Llew Schillings Silo in
Rainbow.

Hindmarsh Shire Council have been

~ working closely with Llew Schilling and

Visit Victoria over the past two years to

develop plans to create a silo art |

experience unlike anything seen before.
The flat front wall, unique to this silo, will

' be utilized for projections and there are

further plans for accessing the inside of
the silo for an internal mural. Visitors will
have the opportunity to see the inside of a
silo plus access to the planned viewing
platform at the top giving commanding
views over Rainbow and the Mallee
landscape.

The project aims to increase safety at a
bend that is currently in poor condition.

The team have also been undertaking a
sealed road reconstruction project on
Lorquon Rd Jeparit which aims to
increase safety at a bend as well as
upgrading narrow seal near the Nhill-
Jeparit Rd intersection.

Charles St Jeparit is almost finalised,
which replaced old Kerb and Channel and
improved the beautification of the street
this included sealing of the shoulders
recently undertaken.

Welfare Checks

Council staff have continued undertaking
welfare checks on residents in the
community who have been identified by
Council, Community members or family
members as vulnerable during the COVID
-19 pandemic.

Calls have been well received with
residents enjoying the opportunity to talk |
to someone during business hours, which
can be the loneliest part of the day for
many. The checks also allow Council to
identify residents who require a little extra
assistance at the moment and connect
those residents with support.
