Weekly cuppa connections are held in each Hindmarsh Shire
library; Officers are providing social support to senior citizens
to restart / reconnect and for those not yet comfortable going
out social support and welfare calls are being undertaken. We
continue to hold movie matinees monthly and delivered
emergency food parcels to vulnerable members of our
community during the COVID-19 pandemic.
